MINIMUM QUALIFICATIONS: 
· A GPA of at least 3.5 in all graduate-level coursework at CSULB or all undergraduate philosophy coursework at the institution where applicant received the BA.

· Completion of all entry requirements in previous philosophy coursework for the MA program, either as an undergraduate (at any institution) or by completing “deficiency” requirements for MA admittance at CSULB.

· Appropriate preparation to assist in introductory philosophy courses. GA must have the ability to communicate effectively with an ethnically and culturally diverse campus community.
DESIRED/PREFERRED QUALIFICATIONS: 
· Passing the Basic Qualifying Examination (BQE) by the time of application. 
· Successful completion of the Department’s Graduate Proseminar (PHIL610). 
· Successful completion of the Department’s Graduate teaching seminar (PHIL597). 
· Classroom experience in other programs (e.g., supplemental instruction, tutorial work).
DUTIES: Assist in the instruction and administration of introductory courses in the Philosophy curriculum. Performance of duties requires approximately 10 hours per week.
REQUIRED APPLICATION MATERIALS:  A cover letter of application explaining the student’s interest in and qualifications for the position, including contact information as well as a statement affirming that the eligibility requirements are met; at least one letter of recommendation which addresses the student’s potential for effective employment, from a faculty member (preferably from Philosophy) at CSULB or from the applicant’s undergraduate institution; one writing sample in philosophy (a term paper or essay written for a philosophy course at CSULB or elsewhere). An original, SC-1 form and certification of graduate enrollment is required of finalists.
